Kiwanis International conventions began when the 
Kiwanis Club of Cleveland invited representatives 
of other clubs to meet there in May 1916. At that 
time there were a total of 16 clubs with 1,924 
members. A Kiwanis International convention has 
been conducted every year since then, except for 
1943-45. Today, the usual attendance at an 
International convention is about 12,000. 

The name “Kiwanis” was coined from an 
expression of the American Indians in the Detroit 
area, found in a dictionary of the Otchipew 
language. The expression “Nunc Kee-wan-nis” 
meant, broadly, “we trade” or “we share our 
talents.” As a coined word, however, “Kiwanis” 
has no meaning except as the name of a leading 
international service club.
